Registration

A registration fee of Rs 500 is mandatory to be paid by all participants
including officials, who officially participate in the National
Championship.

Entry fees

Singles — Rs.1000

Doubles -Rs.1000 per player

Any extra official over two will have to pay the registration fee along with
Rs. 1000 per day per person for 5 days. The maximum number of officials
permitted to stay at official venue will be decided by organizing
committee depending upon availability of accommodation.

Minimum Entries criteria
and combination of classes

If there are less than four (4) entries or less than three (3) represented State
entries in a particular event, then that event may be combined with other
Sport Classes and or men & women —in accordance with Para- Badminton
Competition Regulation.

Basic Para Badminton
Trial for all new players

Since it is a National Championship, therefore, all new players
have to pass through “Basic Para Badminton Trial/Qualification
round “in order to qualify to participate in National Championship.

In this Trial, the Basic Badminton playing skill i.e., Ability to play
basic Badminton strokes, movements etc. will be observed by
respective committee. The decision of the committee will be final
and binding on all concerned.

The Basic Badminton Trial will be held simultaneously with
classification at the venue Itself following date and time, On 06™
Feb, 2026.

(Please note, this trial is Mandatory for all new players to qualify
to participate in National Championships. The player will not be
provided Boarding and Lodging unless they qualify this test)

Doping

Doping control in badminton, in accordance with NADA Anti -
Doping Regulations, is conducted out of- competition and in -
competition with the collection of urine and/or blood samples.
Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body.
Before an athlete takes any medication, they should check with

their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use Exemption
(TUE)
